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ACCRETe Final Conference, Aeghio – Greece 
November 9, 2007
The Final Conference of the European Project ACCRETe (Agriculture and Climate Change), co-financed by the INTERREG III B CADSES Program, will meet in Aeghio (Greece) on November 9, 2007.  

Becoming aware of the interdependencies “agriculture – climate change” is the start line of the ACCRETe project, which is coordinated by the Province of Parma (Italy) together with nine partners from Italy, Greece, Germany, Czech Republic, Slovenia and Romania. The partners have worked together to develop tools to raise awareness and to inform about the link between agriculture and climate change.  
The aim of the Final Conference is to present the results of the Project : 

· To make farmers and citizens sensitive to the issue: to encourage more awareness among people and operators of the sector so that attitudes may be changed. First presentation of the Code of Attitudes for farmers: it summarizes risks for agriculture that are due to climate change. It will also promote attitudes, which should help reduce human-induced impacts on the climate; 

· To encourage regional policies contributing to sustainable agriculture: presentation and signature of Transnational Declaration of Intents. During the Final Conference, all partners will undersign the Declaration proving they are determined to follow up research, cooperation, support of sustainable agriculture and activities in the issues. 

· First presentation of the video spot that will be broadcasted on local and national TVs of partner Countries. Main objective of the video spot is to inform citizens about risks climate change may cause.

Specifically, Goals of awareness actions are:

· to foster basic knowledge in order to stimulate responsibility and respect for rural world and on a wider stage for environment

· to highlight negative impacts on the environment caused by improper community-and individual induced behaviors. Stress positive appropriate behavior-induced effects

· to shift farming to sustainable activities with proper use of hydro and renewable resources

· to present publications: publication of the exchange of transnational good practices on sustainable agriculture; scientific publication regarding the results of the scientific observatory 
Climate change will have important effects on agriculture and economy in Europe. New attitudes that go along with the introduction and dissemination of sustainable resource managing systems are necessary to reduce climate risks and to mitigate the human-induced impacts on climate change. 

Actions against climate change are priorities for the European Commission. Climate change is a global problem, yet each one of us has the power to make a difference. 

Many experts (among these, the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change — IPCC), state the outcomes of this issue are already there and the increasing extreme atmospheric events, which have been observed in the last few years in several Countries are directly connected with climate change. 
We all are responsible for climate change and individuals can and need to do the right thing to limit this threat.
