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Workshop on the management of “Natura 2000” sites

in transitional environments

Hereby we kindly invite you to take part to the International Technical Workshop “Management of Natura 2000 sites in transitional environments”, that will be held in Grado (Northern Adriatic, Italy) from 7 to 9 June 2006.

Such a workshop is organised in the framework of the Community Initiative INTERREG IIIB (2000-2006) CADSES “TWReferenceNet”, that deals with the management and sustainable development of protected transitional waters. Broadly speaking, the project is aimed both at the improvement of the conservation status of transitional ecosystems, and at the achievement of an integrated management and a sustainable use of the natural resources included therein.

One of the aims of the project is to produce an on-line handbook, where a series of guidelines for the integrated management of protected transitional waters are provided. The general directives will be followed by a series of case studies, that will be drawn from the management experiences of the sites that will take part to the workshop.

The aim of the workshop is therefore to allow an exchange of information among different management realities, in order to enhance the discussion and to obtain:

· an inventory of the management practices adopted by the different sites, and

· a series of guidelines drawn from the management practices of well-established sites.

In order to improve the quality of the final product, the participants are kindly requested to provide, together with the workshop contribution, some interactive materials (documents, photos, videos, etc), that will be included in a multimedial platform to be shared through the world wide web.
